The minimum criteria shall be coverage to include the following:

1. Shall publicize program excellence and positively promote the SNP in a public setting.

2. Candidate's contributions shall include media coverage (radio, newspaper, television, social media or
school system publications) of school nutrition program related events.

3. Emphasis shall be placed on compliance with the USDA regulations, student participation in the

implementation of food pattern guidelines, and teacher emphasis of nutrition education.

The candidate must be supported by a letter of recommendation from a GSNA member which shall be submitted to the
State Headquarters office by March 1, 2024, along with copies of media coverage. (A printed copy of coverage, a
script from radio or television coverage.) Do not send video. - Must BE IN the GSNA office by March 1, 2024.

Nominees meeting two or more of the above stated criteria will be judged using the score sheet and the winner
will receive a plaque.
